Living the Paschal Mystery 

Third Sunday of Lent 

March 3 & 4, 2018 

The gospel addresses eternal life quite clearly as God’s inten-

tion for us.  But prior to that famous passage (John 3:16) , we 

hear Jesus tell Nicodemus that the Son of Man must be lifted 

up.  Only by means of death is eternal life opened.  Unique to 

this gospel, Jesus’ death is often referred to in metaphorical 

ways, like “lifted up” or “glorified”.  For the Gospel of John, 

Jesus on the cross was a moment of glory, almost devoid of 

explicit suffering.  For example, John never mentions the 

scourging of Jesus.  Even Jesus’ final words from the cross, “I 

thirst,” can be taken more as metaphorical or symbolic than a 

literal expression of suffering. 

Ultimately, John does not focus on Jesus’ pain, or “how much 

it hurt.”  Instead, the cross is glory and the path to eternal life.  

For his followers, belief in Jesus is the means by which they 

receive eternal life.   As we journey through Lent it might be 

fruitful for us to focus on Jesus and our belief in him,  he rep-

resents and is himself the incarnation of God’s love for the 

world.  As followers of Jesus how we represent God’s love 

for the world?
